So when Peter    

announces his intention of going fishing several of the       

disciples say, “We will go with you.” 

 Have you ever been on a fishing trip that was            

unsuccessful?  You’re not alone.  It happened to Peter and his 

friends.  They stayed out all night and caught nothing.  Weary 

and ready to give up, they heard a man on the beach shout, 

“Cast the net on the right side of the boat, and you will find 

some.”  Some?  They were not able to haul the net in because 

there were so many. John sensed the truth first, “It is the 

Lord!”  And the next thing you know Peter is out of the boat 

and swimming toward the Lord.
