Maybe you can picture the following in your mind.

Agony claws my mind. | am a statistic. When | first got here, | felt very much alone. | was
overwhelmed by grief, and | expected to find sympathy. | found no sympathy. | saw only
thousands of others whose bodies were as badly mangled as mine. | was given a number and
places in a category. This was called "Traffic Fatalities." The day | died was an ordinary school
day. How | wish | had taken the bus! But | was too cool for the bus. | remember how | wheeled
the car out for Mom. "Special Favor," | pleaded. "All the kids drive." When the 2:50 p.m. bell
rang, | threw my books into the locker. Free until tomorrow morning! | ran to the parking lot,
excited at the thought of driving a car and being my own boss. It doesn’t matter how the
accident happened, | was goofing off - going too fast, and taking crazy chances. But | was
enjoying my freedom and having fun. The last thing | remember was passing an old lady who
seemed to be going awfully slow. | heard a crash and felt a terrific jolt. Glass and steel
everywhere. My whole body seemed to be turning inside out. | heard myself scream. Suddenly,
| awakened. It was very quiet. A police officer was standing over me. | saw a doctor. My body
was mangled. | was saturated with blood. And pieces of jagged glass were sticking out all over.
Strange that | could not feel anything. HEY! | cried. Don’t put that sheet over my head. | can’t
be dead. I'm only 17. I've got a date tonight. I'm supposed to have a wonderful life ahead of
me. | haven’t lived yet. | can’t be dead.

| think lighthouses are fascinating. They stand there on the shore to be a light for
those at sea. They are a beacon to show others the way through dangerous waters.
They help people safely get home. Without their help over the years who knows how
many more sailors would have been lost? Yep, | love lighthouses. It's official.

| also love it when people do the same thing. Listen to this: “Do everything with-
out complaining or arguing, so that you may become blameless and pure, children of
God without fault in a crooked and depraved generation, in which you shine like stars in
the universe as you hold out the word of life” (Philippians 2:14-16). Christians, we are
children of God. And we are called to live by the standards found in the Word of God.
And those standards are SO different from the world’s that if we live by them we will
stick out. But | mean that in a good way - the Word says that you will “shine like stars”.
Live by the Word and you will have such good character that people will wonder what’s
wrong with you. In a good way. And if anyone’s interested we “hold out the Word of life”.

For years, the opening of “The Wide World of Sports’
television program illustrated “the agony of defeat” with a painful
ending to an attempted ski jump. The skier appeared in good form
as he headed down the jump, but then, for no apparent reason, he
tumbled head over heels off the side of the jump, bouncing off the
supporting structure.
